	Regarding H1 w/wo page break before - you could set the "avoid" value for the default h1 create a selector that has "always" and apply that style to the smaller set of topics.
	True. Either approach would work. The problem is simply that, in either case, you'd have to do a series of iterative builds to see whether or not each topic should start on a new page.

	How would you handle multiple display sizes (rwd) for images and thumbnails?
	It depends what you want to do. If you're just concerned with the images fitting within the display boundaries, then don't set fixed sizes for your images. Use the % property instead. If you're concerned with what image(s) to use on devices with substantially different resolution, let me know and I can point you to a fairly new command that should help.

	I don't use auto-numbering for "user notifications" unless a client asks for it but, aside from that, we're thinking along similar lines.


	Is there a way to get a list of hidden styles?
	There's no report that lists hidden styles. The best (and only) way that I've found to do this is to open the Disable Styles dialog box - click the Options pulldown on the Stylesheet Editor ribbon and select Disable Styles - and see what's listed in the left column.

	Do you recommend we use the TOC to set page breaks? Or better to set specific classes of headings and paragraphs?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]It depends on what you want to do. If you want to switch between page layouts, such as from portrait to landscape and back to portrait format, then I'd use the TOC Properties dialog box's Printed Output tab. If I simply wanted to control the breaks between topics on a page, then I'd use the avoid/allow method that I described. Finally, if I wanted to control page breaks within a topic, I'd use the Page Break option in the Text group on the Insert. (But I'd use this latter approach very sparingly since it's putting me back in the area of manual layout, which I want to avoid as much as possible.)

	Is there any way to know which properties are relevant to a style?
	All the properties are technically relevant but some may not be functionally relevant. For example, if you're setting the borders for a Caution text box and want curved corners, the radius options are functionally relevant. If you don't want curved corners, the radius options are irrelevant.
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
