	Is it possible to exclude topics with the file tag In progress when I publish?
	No. Only conditions can be used to exclude content from output.

	Please show us a "real" definitions list with multiple entries that would be an alternative to a table. 
	Where I see them use most often is in command line reference documentation. Here is an example:
https://linux.die.net/man/1/ls
In this example, all of the command line options are in a definition list.
I’ve worked with other clients who have implemented definition lists for other purposes as well (just replacing simple definition tables).

	Can the advanced table sorting at compile time be included in the table style (instead of applying it table-by-table)?
	I don’t believe that it can. I haven’t seen that option, but it’s a good feature suggestion.

	Interface customization: does that save at the local user level or project level?
	Local user level

	Just want to ensure I gathered this correctly. I have a PDF TOC, HTML TOC, and Word TOC. I've been manually ensuring those stay in sync. If for example I have PDF the way I want it, can I copy that TOC to the HTML and Word versions to make them the same as the PDF TOC?
	You certainly can, but I want to raise one other possibility.
If your three TOCs are identical, and you’ve been maintaining three just for purposes of building different output formats, then I would suggest just having on TOC total and assigning that TOC to all three of your targets (PDF, HTML, and Word). 

	Stylesheet question - I would like to create a 'clean' stylesheet for some of my output - one that has only used styles in it. Is there a quick way to do this?

	If you know all the styles that you would need in your new stylesheet, and your comfortable working in code, then you can create a new blank stylesheet, and then just copy-and-paste the styles over.
If, however, you don’t know all the styles you need, then I would recommend using a couple Analysis features. In Analysis > More Reports > Unused Items, you can get a list of styles you have defined in your stylesheet that aren’t used anywhere in your project (you’ll need to set the drop-down at the top of the Unused Items report to Unused Styles). That will show you the styles you can safely delete from your stylesheet.
You can also use Undefined Items > Undefined Styles to see styles you use in your topics but don’t have defined in your stylesheet.

	Can File Tags be used with regards to exports for translations? For example, some topics that are in the source project (English) but not necessary to be used in any other language project? 
	Yes, they can, and I’m so glad you pointed that out. In the Export Project window, you can select

	Can you sort a definition list automatically the way you can sort rows in a table?
	No

	What's the difference between the Status file tag and the other Status column in the File List?

	The other Status column shows source control status if your project is bound to source control and you have source control recognition enabled in Flare. You can find a description of all the columns here:

	Is there a way to create a macro that exists across multiple projects?
	No, but you can share macros. See the first Note in this topic:

	What happens if I sort a table that contains merged cells? 
Can you do this with conditional text too?

	Tables that have merged cells within columns aren’t able to be sorted. If just cells within rows are merged, then those will sort.
Yes, you can do table sorting with conditional text. 

	Can File Tags be used in conditional tagging for example, exclude topics in an in progress "status"?
	No. File tags can’t be used to manipulate output.

	Is a Div class how I group an image into a "note" type style?
	Yes

	Why are file tags better than Conditional Text? I'm using Conditional tags for In progress, etc. already.
	File tags and conditions are two different things that server two different purposes. File tags are just metadata that you can add to your topics to help you manage them. Conditions are for specifying what content should and shouldn’t be in a target build.

	Can you add a header to follow a table that breaks at a row?
	Yes. In my testing, actual header rows repeat on each new page. To create a header row on a table, open that table’s properties, and increase the Number of header rows value to something other than 0 (most tables just have 1 header row, so you’d set this to 1). That row will now repeat on each page that contains content from that table.

	Can you select multiple authors for one topic?
	Yes, you can assign as many file tags as you need to.

	We have a few list styles (i.e., li, li.li2, li.li3). When you start an unordered list, a "ul" and "li" tag appear. Click enter and another appears. If you click "tab" on the new "li" tag, it creates new "ul" and "li" tags within the existing "ul" tag. But many of my team members would like to click "tab" and the next style (i.e., li.li2 or li.li3) is used instead of new "ul"/"li" tags added.
	I don’t know of a way to automatically apply a class using the tab key. In your situation, I would suggest creating a macro to insert those classes when you want them. 
That said, the structure that Flare is putting in for nested list content is semantically correct. My suggestion would be to consider keeping the list structure that Flare is creating, and adding complex selectors to your project to manage the styling.
