	Why would you choose a definition list over a regular list? What are the benefits?
	The benefit of using a definition list, instead of different markup, such as headings and regular paragraphs, or tables, is that you are providing context for the content. So by using a definition list, the underlying markup is more semantically rich. Visually, it looks like a defined list of content, or it can look like a table.  However, since it is more semantically rich, meta data can be more easily associated so that the information can be more easily extracted. Also, definition lists provide more accessibility, if you have to be mindful of accessibility guidelines. Another benefit of creating a definition lists instead of using a table has to do with snippets. If you wanted to create a snippet out of a table row, because maybe you need that somewhere else, you really can’t do it.  But you can create a snippet out of a dt and dd, if you need to reuse that somewhere else.

	Is there a sort on build for tables?
	Yes, MadCap Flare provides the ability to sort at build for tables and it includes advanced features to select the order of which columns to sort first.

	If you set a style on a variable, can you override it?
	Yes, you can override styles applied from the variable style.

	How does the option to only include content from the TOC interact with the destination setting to remove stale files?
	If there are files previously published from Flare that are not in the TOC, and you select the option to only include files from the TOC with a new publish, then the files not in the TOC will no longer be in the built output. The older published files that are no longer in the new output will be considered stale files.  When selecting to delete stale files during publish, these non TOC files will be deleted from Salesforce.

	If I link topics in MadCap Flare and push them all to Zendesk, but then I want to only re-publish topics directly linked from the TOC, are those links converted to text?
	Yes, those links to topics not in the TOC will be converted to text.

	Any chance of a virtual MadWorld?
	At this time, we do not have plans to host a virtual MadWorld.  

	Can you give a bit more information on how the definition lists feed into metadata?
	By using definition list markup, it provides semantic markup that makes it easier to extract content, including any metadata that can be embedded in the content. Here are a couple of articles that provide more information.

	When you sort a list at build, does it take into account your condition tags? This could be quite nice if it does.
	When you sort at build, it will only sort the items that are included in that output. If content is excluded via conditions, then it will not be included for that sort.

	If I want to create a lower-level list, for example, as a set of point for any one of the items in the list?
	The tab key can be used to create a nested list. And the lower level lists will also will use the selected default behavior.

	Are the definition lists responsive?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Yes, definition lists can be responsive. They will wrap when the window is resized smaller, similar to regular lists and paragraphs. You can also apply different styles to these tags in the stylesheet editor to have them appear differently in tablet and mobile mediums.

	With the update, do I need to be concerned about Elasticsearch? With the MadCap Flare 2020 update, the Elasticsearch service needed to be updated. We didn't realize that and took us a while to figure out why new topics couldn't be found in Elasticsearch.
	Remote elasticsearch servers do not need to be updated, it was not updated for this release.

	Is a separate css file required for micro-content?
	A separate css file is not required for micro content, this is up to you.Without using the separate css file, the generated micro content will use the styles from the project or linked topic.  There are also other ways to style micro content for features snippets in search results, more information on the option is available below.

	Can you automatically associate the mc-css file with all microcontent files?
	When creating a new micro content file, a stylesheet will not be applied to it. It will use the project / linked topic styles automatically. You can also multi-select micro content files and apply a separate stylesheet to those micro content files at the same time.

	Do the dl/dt/dd styles have any relationship with Flare Glossary files?
	The new definition list styles are not related to the Flare glossary files.

	Does sorting work for definition lists?
	Sorting is not supported for definition lists because it has a more complex structure.

	For existing lists, will <li> tags remain as they are, or will they be modified to include <p> tags?
	Existing lists will not be modified. Only new lists will have the new structure.

	Where are the metadata in the definition lists?
	It would be arbitrary, but they are flexible in that it can be embedded.

	Does the definition list inherit the <p> style if you don't have a style for it?
	Definition lists do not inherit from the <p> style.  But they do inherit from the <body> tag.  If you use paragraph tags under your definition list tags, then those will use your <p> styles.
