	I get an error message saying "This scan is currently disabled. To enable this scan, go to the Options dialog and enable the option." What Options dialog?
	Click on the File menu option, then click on Options in the lower right corner of the dropdown. The Options window opens.
Click on the Project Analysis tab and select the desired option(s).

	undefined styles: can you select a substitute rather than create new?
	Yes, sort of. Click on an instance of the undefined style that you want to replace with a substitute, then click the Open to Map to Existing Style icon (sixth from the left) on the report toolbar and select the desired style. However, this feature only works one undefined style instance at a time so using it is tedious.
Better, if you’re okay working in code and back up the project religiously, is to use the Undefined Styles report to see a list of all undefined styles. Then use the Home/Find and Replace feature in code view to find all instances of a particular undefined style and replace it with the code from the desired, existing style.

	To confirm, you can rename the undefined style to an existing style and it won't throw an error?
	As long as you replace the code for the undefined style with the correct code for the replacement style, you should be fine. I suggest making one replacement first to be sure you’re replaced the new code correctly and, if you have, then do a wholesale replacement.

	How does running reports work with global project linking? I have a three layer structure Parent-->Child-->HTML output. Can you speak to using reports when you have an architecture like mine?
	The reports only apply to the currently-open project. There is no report that lists the source of all files in a given project (but please put that in as a feature request).

	undefined styles shows a large number of styles that actually exist. Does Analyzer not see css files that are included via @import?
	The Undefined Styles report will list the styles that are undefined for the CSS that’s applied to the project, or topic. So your project can include CSSs A, B, and C but only actually use A. So even if the styles are defined in CSSs B and C, the report won’t see them.
