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	When you change the ::marker, does just apply to that area or is that for all bullets in the document?
	This could be controlled by creating a list class before applying the ::marker pseudo class
It depends on how you have your CSS selectors set up. For example, the selector li::marker is going to select every list item marker in your project. The selector ul li::marker will select only list item markers that are in unordered lists. The selector ul.checkbox li::marker will select only list item markers that appear in unordered lists that have a class of checkbox.
This really comes down to understanding how CSS selectors work and learning how to design them to select only what you want them to select. I would strongly encourage watching the Selecting the Right Selector webinar.

	I know Daniel is using a different coding element, but can you show the coding element that is in Flare so I can get an idea of what it looks like?
	 I have had a number of questions about the text editor, and I kind of regret using it because it’s caused confusion. I recorded a short video to try to untangle this for someone else who had this question. Here is a link to it. I hope it helps.

	By default in Flare, bullets are placed near the bottom of the line. Is there a way to raise the bullet to the center of the line with the marker pseudo-class?
	Currently, I don’t believe that CSS supports any way to position elements inserted using ::marker.

	If you do this at the complex selector level, does it override our li. settings in our stylesheet?
	This comes down to an understanding of how CSS cascading and inheritance works, which is outside the scope of this webinar. The answer to your question is the dreaded “it depends.” Without looking at your stylesheet, I can’t say for certain, but most likely it would add to your existing li properties rather than override them.
Understanding cascade and inheritance is critical to being successful with CSS. I would recommend checking out Mike’s webinar that addresses some of these questions.

	Can I use markers to change the font used for the numbers in my OLs?
	Yes, font, color, bold, italic, etc. will all work.

	The font we use is quite proportional, and the 1s in a number list hug close to the period.  This make it look like the numbers in our OLs doesn't line up.  Is there a way to "center" the numbers in the list so they all line up?

	I’ve not seen this before, so I’d need to look at your specific scenario. In general though, positioning capabilities are limited.

	Is there are special meaning to the double colon beyond markers?

	It’s the syntax that the CSS specification calls for. If you deviate from the specification, you’re more likely to encounter issues where browsers don’t know how to render things.

	Can you set up a nested list with markers that contain a numbered list with a bulleted list as the sub-level?

	Yes

	Can I define li.<class> elements with different markers? Such as li.list_bullet, li.list_dash, li.list_star, etc., that use the respective symbol?

	Yes, you would create the pseudo class for each of them. Such as li.list_dash::marker 


	Do these markers work with CHM help?

	It didn’t when I built a CHM target during the Q&A period of the webinar. 

	What is the CSS editor that Daniel is using?

	Microsoft Visual Studio Code. It’s a free code editor that I use heavily. But just to clarify, it’s not necessary. You can do everything I showed you in Flare’s CSS editor directly.


	Should list items always be paragraph elements? Or can they just be li elements?

	Personal preference. I will state that my preference is to make them paragraph elements.

	Does this work for MS Word target?

	It didn’t when I tried it during the Q&A part of the session.

	What is the web site with the unicode characters?

	Can you use fontawesome icons as markers?

	In theory, it should work, however it would need to be tested first. 


	With the online option for MadWorld, are the Advanced workshops avaliable online as well?

	Is it better to use the actual unicode value, or to copy/paste the character into the CSS?
